HOW TO GET THERE

If you come by plane, from the Adem Jashari airport,
the hotel is only three kilometers, to reach the
destination from the airport to the hotel by bus, the bus
ticket from the airport to the station costs 3 euros, while
you can reach the hotel by taxi from the station it costs
10-15 euros.

If you come directly from the airport by taxi, it costs 15 euros.

If you come by bus from Sofie to Pristina, the ticket will
cost 80-100 euro.
If you come by bus from Austria to Pristina,  the ticket
will cost 70-120.
If you come by bus from Albania to Pristina, the ticket
will cost 20-30 euro.
You can reserve your place in different agences here
on social mediaL Sharr Travel, Arditi Tours, Veneta
Travel etc.

If you come by car, u only has to put on your gps, and
put the on map: Holiday Resort, Sllatina.
Only people entering from Albania must pay the road
tax in the amount of 5 euros
